Guidelines for Reviewers
Thank you for agreeing to be a BALEAP book reviewer. The purpose of the book review section is to provide the opportunity for Baleap members to review a wide range of recent material ranging from course books to pedagogical and more theory-based volumes. 
The key point to bear in mind is that although there should be an element of description, the course book reviews should focus on how usable the material is from a practical perspective and the degree to which they are theoretically sound. Similarly, the pedagogical/academic reviews should show clear evidence of critical engagement with the subject matter.

Reviews must be typed and follow standard academic formatting:

· the text must be double-spaced with justified margins,
· be written in font size 12 in Arial/Times New Roman and,
· if references are referred to, a bibliography at the end of the review should be provided in Harvard Convention, i.e., please avoid footnotes. 
Course book reviews will be a maximum of 500 words, while pedagogical/academic book reviews will be a maximum of 1,000 words.

Your review should be sent to bookreviews@baleap.org. Files must be saved in Microsoft Word. Please clearly indicate your name, position, place of work, postal and email addresses and phone number. Only your name, position and place of work will be given with the review.
The editor reserves the right to withhold the publication of reviews if they are regarded as libellous, or offensive in any way. Similarly, the editor reserves the right to edit where necessary either in terms of language or formatting. If a review is not published, the editor will send feedback as appropriate.
